The winner of the logo design is Cynthia Henchell of Cascadia Graphics in Lyle, Washington.  Cynthia has done design work for many Gorge companies, including Explore the Gorge, Columbia Gorge Interpretive Center and Skamania County Economic Development Council.
“I wanted the logo to emphasize the unique visual impression of the Gorge which would set this apart from other winegrowing regions,” said Henchell.
The logo design contest received more than 30 submissions from more than 15 local artists.  

The logo is an image of the river down the Gorge with a bunch of grapes in the corner.  This logo will be used locally and out of the area to promote the wines and grapes of the Gorge.  Look for it to pop up as you purchase Columbia Gorge wines!
